In the spring of 1995, the Swedish National Board of Civil Preparedness (OCB) and the Swedish Defence Research Establishment (FOA)
agreed to ask Davor Glavas to make regular observations on what was happening in Croatia during the months April, May and June.

The purpose was to get on the spot observations on how different actors perceive and adapt to the shocks inflicted by the war; on what
informations decisions are made?

Such observations are not biased by later interpretations, adapted to known facts and the era in which they are interpreted. Such
observations of everyday life are relatively rare. Those are the reasons why FOA believes that Glavas' five faxes, observing the behaviour of
different Croatian actors, might contribute to a more profound understanding of what is going on in a nation exposed to war.

Varen 1995 kom OCB och FOA &verens om att be Davor Glavas géra regelbundna observationer om vad som hinde i Kroatien under
april, maj och juni. Syftet var att fi observationer gjorda pé plats om hur olika aktorer uppfattar och anpassar sig till de chocker och det
lidande som kriget astadkommer; vilka informationer byggde besluten pa?

Sadana observationer &r inte paverkade av senare tolkningar, anpassade till kinda fakta inom omradet. Sddana observationer kring
vardagslivet 4r ganska séllsynta.

Dirfor anser FOA att Glavas fem faxmeddelanden med observationer om beteendet hos olika kroatiska aktorer, kan bidra till en djupare
forstaelse for vad som hénder i en nation utsatt for krig.
